MATERIALS DISCUSSION

*Rdg Street 3 – 6 all use the same format in their layout – ok if you are teaching a new or different level once you learn the program

*Each level has 6 units and each unit has it’s own teacher’s edition


- there are 5 stories to do in 6 weeks

*Has over 60% non-fiction included in the reading material

*Has good discussions of each genre

5 Priority Skills – Phonemic Awareness



     Phonics



     Fluency



     Vocabulary



     Comprehension

*10 Important Sentences Resource

- every story is retold in 10 sentences


- idea - could be used by 2 students (partner A and partner B) and have cards with voices to chose from (baby voice, robot voice, etc.) and they take turns reading each sentence in that voice


- could cut them apart and put them in the order they happened


- for lower level, you can give them less than 10 sentences

*Blackline Master Resource 


- has baseline tests to give at the first of the year


- can be taken online so they will score it for you


- has the end of the unit and end of the year tests

*Selection Test


-these are tests to be given at the end of every story


- these are meant to be given after every story, every week


- these tests deal primarily with the 5 priority skills

*Fresh Reads for Differentiated Test Practice


- these are weekly differentiated assessment tests


- has the story and then a “fresh read” (this is a read they haven’t seen before) 



*there is a below level, on level and above level fresh read



*SL – strategic level (lower level)



*OL – on level (average level)



*AL – above level (advanced)


-then has a practice page to accompany every fresh read 


*Can use the fresh reads for the FLUENCY TESTS



- has all the info in it on how to score it



- idea from a teacher: allow students to read and record themselves 3 x per year so they can hear their fluency (beginning of the year, mid-year and the end)

*Practice Book – these are free with the program every year


- also has the “Family Times Newsletter”



*contains a summary of the story and activities they can do at home



*Can put spelling words on the back each newsletter

*Graphic Organizers book – everything is online here as well

*Phonics and Spelling Practice Book


*Can use the online activities here as well

*Grammar and Writing Practice Book
*Reader’s Theater and Anthology


*Has a play with every unit and is a good way to develop their fluency
*Laminated vocabulary cards – these come with the program
Essential Question for each story is listed in the “Unit Opener”

- can make this into an “I CAN” statement
Skills Overview – shows the weekly priority skills being taught

Theme Launch – this is at the beginning of every story – this is enrichment, so use your judgement whether you want to do this or not.

Core Content is listed (also available on line) for each story

WEEKLY PREVIEW – 90 MINUTES TO DO EACH LESSON

*This program teaches GREAT literature each week and to teach the reading skills and give them appropriate practice and application


*Spells out each strategy to be taught/emphasized for that week


*Shows you how many minutes to spend on each component


*CD’s are available for students who need the story read to them (cautioned us not to use this EVERY time as some teachers do)


*A “target symbol” means that skill is targeted in the lesson


*A capital “T” means that skill will be tested


*LEVELED READERS – has 30 different titles (6 copies of each title)



- you will have GREEN for below level (grass is on the ground)


- you will have GOLD for on level  (flowers grown on grass)


- you will have BLUE for above level (sky is above all)


- these all practice the skills that have been learned that week



- in your weekly preview, there are suggestions on how to use the Leveled

*Differentiated Instruction – problem isn’t who you are working with, it’s all the others you are not working with! Suggestions for staying occupied constructively:
- cross-curricular centers or the Center Flip Chart is an option -  there are 6 of those



- comes with a holder and handout already created to put in the pocket




Holder- will tell you what materials you need (so you don’t spend




So much time creating the centers!

*Oral Language Development – don’t skip this!

- you do the read aloud first


- activities to develop listening skills

*Intro the Lesson and skills


- practice pages from wkbook


-student has the skill & strategy  presented to them in their textbook at the beginning of each story

*Background building tapes (optional) – lasts about 5 minutes and really accentuate the 

Lesson

ONLINE DISCUSSION

Go to www.pearsonsuccessnet.com
