Reading Mastery II Rapid Reading Charts

Guidelines for Use

The purpose of the Rapid Reading Charts is to provide additional practice reading words that have been systematically taught in previous Reading Mastery lessons.  Each chart is labeled according to the RM II Classic lesson and corresponding RM Plus lesson where the words are first introduced.  Students should practice each chart only after they have completed the lesson indicated and anytime thereafter.

Accuracy of word reading is the most critical skill, so teachers must ensure that students are reading the words correctly – with the teacher, a partner or another adult at home or school. Therefore, be sure that students are reading the words accurately before you begin to work with them on fluency. Once accurate, you can then time the student to get a baseline score and then set gradual goals. These charts may be used to increase word reading fluency by applying the timed reading strategy indicated with a goal of reading approximately one word per second.

Irregular and high frequency words are emphasized on the charts, providing extra practice with the most difficult and high utility words students will encounter in their stories.  The charts may be used as an entry task - as students are getting settled for the day’s lesson, as a review task at the end of a lesson, as a review activity at another time of day in their homeroom, or as a home practice assignment.
