June-August:

Utilize SPRING MAP/KTEA/GRADE/AimsWeb data etc. to update your RTI List.  Identify those students who:

· no longer need RTI, based on universal screener

· who will need change in intervention

· Identify areas to target for intervention based on data for students who will continue RTI

· newly added students based on spring data
· Pass information and updated Intensive Assistance plan  to upcoming teacher so they may plan intervention groups

Current Year Teacher:

· Begin defining RTI groups so principal can make arrangements for intervention personnel.  Give list to the principal and the individual in charge of RTI at your school (usually counselor or RTA teacher).
August-early September:  Test any new students and K Students

By September 15:  First RTI meeting to discuss grade level lists 

By October 1:  All RTI groups in operation with the exception of K *
By November 15:  Second RTI meeting

By February 15:  Third RTI meeting

By May 1:  Fourth RTI meeting

Each month- informal meeting between intervention teacher and grade level teacher to discuss progress, fill out RTI Connect Form.  Be sure progress is based on the progress monitoring NOT teacher perception.  If the teacher feels progress is contrary to what progress monitoring shows he or she can denote on the notes section.  The classroom teacher is responsible for this form.  A copy needs to be given to the principal following the monthly meeting and brought to the formal RTI meetings in Nov, Feb and May.

Note:  In most cases annual placement decisions are made based on Spring Data unless circumstances have changed dramatically or the child had no Spring data.
*You may have some K 1st semester based on individual student need/RTI availability
